Make your property uninviting:
Remove piles of grass and plant cuttings,
matted earth, boxes, bags and any items

where slugs could hide and lay eggs.

Put up barricades:

Cover the ground around your plants
with cedar mulch, pine needles,
coffee grounds, or crushed egg shells.
This rough surface hampers their travel.

Send them to play elsewhere!

Bait them!
Slugs love yeast. A small container half-filled
with beer placed in the ground makes
a great trap for drowning slugs.
You can also use mixture of water, sugar
and baker's or brewer's yeast, as well as
a mixture of water and laying mash.

Cut the grass from under their feet:
Keep weeds short along fences
and ditches and keep your lawn
6 to 8 cm in height.

Protect the garden:

If you plant garlic, onions, mustard,
parsley, nasturtiums and begonias,
slugs will leave your other vegetables alone.
Slugs also hate bracken ferns.

Be brave!

With gloves on, pick up the slugs and place them

in a solution of soap and water, salt water,
or vinegar and water, which will kill them.
Once dead, place them in your compost bin.

Make them eat your dust:
Sprinkle wood ashes, lime,sand
or other dry material along the edge
of your property substances slugs
hate crawling through!
Remember to repeat this treatment
after each rainfall.

What to do
with dead slugs?

Bury them on your property or,
better yet, place them

in your compost bin,

making sure they're dead first
to avoid their breeding

in your container.

Let them play hide and seek!

Place pieces of wood or boards on the grass.

Slugs will hide there during the day.
Simply pick off the slugs
that have gathered there.

Note:The Ville de Sherbrooke does not recommend using (imacide, which is primarily composed of iron phosphate.
This substance is very persistent in the environment and one of the causes of blue-green algae in our bodies of water.
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
